NJNGas plans to convince Shadow Lake residents to authorize installing gas lines under all streets, and offering all residents the advantages of replacing their electric with (proposed to be installed) natural gas.    NJNG brochures Side 1 ; side 2   advertise  that gas provides 70% savings compared to electric (actual cost comparisons to be calculated)

Carefully examine the foundations of this claim “70% savings”, by switching to Natural gas .  Start at https://natgassaves.com/calculator/
· Look at other “Community Conversion Projects”. Monmouth County, alone, has 14 projects: Eatontown(2); Freehold Twp (2); Howell Twp (4); Manalpan (3); Marlboro Twp(1); Tinton Falls (1); Wall Twp (2)

· Engage NJNG competitors (JCP&L, Heat pump vendors, etc) to generate a counter campaign- glossy brochures, etc

· Pat M. composed letters and attached NJNGas brochures to Governor Murphy (as extension of our campaign for a moratorium on all fossil fuels) and to David Willis (Asb Park Press).  Also considering writing other media, with a request to investigate and create a story: “Middletown Mike” blog; media such as “Two River Times”, “Tapinto Middletown”, Patch.com”  (& NYTimes?).
2. Plan to celebrate Middletown’s achieving Silver Certification.

· For each selected project, evaluate cash flow (How will this help “me”, and how does this help Middletown budget) 
·   Model after the RMI consultant report on the least cost scenario (to be incorporated into the NJ Energy Master Plan and to be signed by Gov Murphy by year-end).
