Members of Middletown Committee:







We are presenting 280 letters from 254 unique Middletown residents asking for Middletown to commit to 100% clean energy by 2050 and to develop a vision and a plan to make it happen.
Tonight we are asking that the Committee create a Clean Energy Stakeholder Team and charge it with developing a 10 year plan that sets the trajectory toward Sustainable Jersey certifications, as well as a broader goal of net zero emissions by 2050. We are enclosing a sample resolution to this end.

Ideally, this team would consist of a Committee member, representatives of relevant Township departments such as Green Team, Environmental, Planning, Public Works, Parks, Health and Administration, a representative from Monmouth County Planning, and an equal number of citizen stakeholders from across Middletown, including a representative(s) of the renewable energy sector, plus expert consultants such as Sustainable Jersey, as needed. The Team would be tasked to deliver a “Stakeholder Plan” to the Middletown Township Committee within 6 months of the date of enactment of the resolution.
Sustainable Jersey’s Randy Solomon has assured us that they are there to guide us toward their Gold Star in Energy, which will put Middletown on the path to meeting our greenhouse gas (GHG) emission goals. Sustainable Jersey is planning a meeting of leading municipalities that are serious about energy sometime in May, so timing for joining this select group is of the essence.
We expect that the outcome will be to put Middletown on the road to 100% renewable electrical electricity (and a substantial reduction in GHG emissions) by 2030, and to achieving net-zero GHG emissions in all energy sectors by 2050.
