Mayor Perry,   We congratulate you identifying and initiating Middletown accomplishments, and then COMMUNICATING the greatness of Middletown.

TODAY’S TOPIC: MIDDLETOWN ENERGY PLAN  - how carry forward and implement

BACKGROUND

We met your challenge, last summer, of a long term Middletown plan.  We agreed develop the Energy portion of your all-encompassing plan, as we believe the greatest responsibility of Middletown leaders is to drive toward a long term vision of better living conditions for our children and grandchildren of the future, and right now the biggest threat to that future is GHGas emissions.
We drafted a 30 year Middletown Energy Plan, to meet a 2050 deadline- with 10 years spelled out. We distributed the Jan 31, 2020 draft, to the Committee, and all Middletown managers under cover letter signed by almost 90 residents, from across Middletown.
THE PLAN

We started with the NJ EMP, the NJ Global Warming Response Act, the many reports from the UN  and thousands of scientists.   

We calculated Middletown per capita share, and came up with 660 ktons/year GHG that would need to be eliminated by 2050.
Then looked at a long list of possible emission reductions, and ended up with THIS list of The greatest potential Middletown reductions, in the next decade, by 2030 (page 7 of our “Middletown Energy Plan”)

We overlaid in GOLD the tools provided by Sustainable Jersey Gold Star in Energy. = We have Sustainable Jersey step-b-step guidance for MOST of the greatest emission reductions by 2030.


And we pose the following questions:

Can you be a champion for this Middletown Energy Plan?

3 BIGGEST questions to be answered today:

1) Do you (Tony Perry) support the goal of 100% clean energy (carbon neutral) for all Middletown energy consumers by 2050? 

2) How will you communicate that goal? 

3) How will that goal be achieved?


What steps can we take to maximize acceptance in the Middletown Administration?
Last week’s Green Team meeting was status quo:  Amy S. stated that her 2020 goal was Silver re-certification. 

Going for Gold was not in her plans; neither (so far) is a Silver Certification celebration (as suggested by you).
(Yesterday we  proposed additional ideas to both Amy and Janet Dellett, that could be integrated into an Earth Day ~ April 25 Middletown celebration.)

Amy S. told us that it was decided that the Middletown Energy Plan would be deferred to the Middletown Master Plan (re-examination presumably later in 2020)
What can we do to prepare for integration into the Middletown Master Plan?
(Perhaps Energy Plan can be integrated into the Green Building and Sustainability Element which is proposed to be added to the Middletown Master Plan?)

Can we count on Middletown applying for a Community Energy Planning Grant from the BPU Clean Energy Program?   (Bergen County just received the 1st such grant.)
A grant to engage a consultant would help us mold the Energy Planning into the Middletown Master Plan

Can we count on Middletown to begin action on Energy Plan actions, with Aggregated Energy having the largest impact as shown in the Pie Chart?
Tony Mercantante said the decision makers, at the April 6 regional electrical aggregation meeting, decided they needed more data before they could commit to a regional aggregation.
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
