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Subject:  Middletown’s membership in International Code Council

SUMMARY: does Middletown have employees who are members of “International Code Council”?
If so, please ask them to vote yes THIS WEEK on energy efficiency improvements that reduce residential energy loss ~ 10%.  By engaging employees in building code requirements, Middletown can monitor and influence future codes, and more importantly, gain experience and understanding of future construction  in Middletown.

DETAILS:  The NJ Uniform Construction Code provides the requirements for all new construction and renovation projects in the state of New Jersey. One subcode is the Energy Subcode (NJAC 5:23-3.18). It establishes the minimum energy performance requirements for new constructions and building additions.

The NJ Energy Subcode  uses the International Energy Conservation Code (IECC) as the main reference for low-rise residential buildings.  This code pays for itself with lower monthly energy bills.  However, efficiency gains stalled in the 2015 and 2018 IECC code update cycles. The lack of 500 pro-efficiency votes caused the 2018 IECC to forego 10% efficiency reductions 
 .  Environmental groups are currently recommending to cities nationwide to vote, this week, for more stringent energy efficient standards in the 2021 IECC.
A 2018 US Conference of Mayors Resolution
 calls on all Mayors to support stronger energy codes.  Similarly, the 2019  US Conference of Mayors resolved
 that cities ask their International Code Council members vote to improve the 2021 IECC energy efficiency requirements by at least 10%, and to put future IECC updates on a path to net zero building construction by 2050. 
If Middletown presently has one or more International Code Council members (Middletown is allowed up to 8 voting members), then we encourage you to ask them to vote “Yes” for these efficiency improvements.  Voting will end Dec 6, 2019.
If Middletown does not presently have membership in the International Code Council, then we encourage the Township Committee to appropriate the $240 annual membership fee
 beginning in 2020 or 2021 and assign the 8 maximum allowed voting representatives
 from across related Middletown departments: Administrator, Building & Inspections, Public Works & Engineering, and Health, to monitor and have an inside track on details of the of the 2024 International Energy Conservation Code.

These future Middletown voting representatives should follow the lead of the “Energy Efficient Codes Coalition” 
 or future equivalent to provide the background and education to guide voting, and most importantly provide guidance to help Middletown’s progress to zero emissions by 2050.
