You are intimately familiar with codes which govern building energy efficiency.  I hope you can quickly help Middletown take the following steps to vote to ensure the 2021 IECC energy efficiency building code incorporates the most energy efficient standards.

 The NJ Uniform Construction Code provides the requirements for all new construction and renovation projects in the state of New Jersey. One subcode is the Energy Subcode (NJAC 5:23-3.18). It establishes the minimum energy performance requirements for new constructions and building additions.

The NJ Energy Subcode presently uses the International Energy Conservation Code (IECC) as the main reference for low-rise residential buildings.  This code pays for itself with lower monthly energy bills.  However, efficiency gains stalled in the 2015 and 2018 IECC code update cycles. The lack of 500 more pro-efficiency votes caused the 2018 IECC to forego 10% efficiency reductions 
 .  
A 2018 US Conference of Mayors Resolution
 calls on all Mayors to support stronger energy codes.  

Middletown membership
 ($240 per year) in the International Code Council would allow up to 8 voting representatives
 .  If Middletown pays the $240 membership by March 29, 2019, these voting representatives can then vote this coming fall for the 2021 version of the “International Energy Conservation Code”.
A coalition of building efficiency experts is aiming for a minimum 10% improvement.  The Middletown voting representatives should follow the lead of the “Energy Efficient Codes Coalition” 
 which will identify the most critical proposed changes and give the information needed to help the representatives decide how to vote.
Whether or not we can meet this short fuse, we should plan ahead: in 2022 we should influence the 2024 IECC!
