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SUBJECT: Apply for VW Settlement grants for EV Charging Stations
                                    Dec 24. 2018
Members of Middletown Committee:
A Jan 2018 analysis revealed the emerging EV market in New Jersey is likely to yield $12 Billion to $53 Billion net economic benefits in NJ by 2035 
.  Middletown should move to gain its share of these benefits.
DEP grants for EV charging stations are funded by the VW settlement and available for Middletown and all NJ towns.  Grants are ALSO available for Middletown’s businesses, which should be alerted to directly apply for the grants.   We want to ensure that Middletown is:
1. applying for grants from VW settlement funds for EV charging stations installed at all suitable Middletown-owned properties (Library, Croydon Hall, PAC, Middletown-owed portions of the Municipal Complex,…)
2. reaching out to commercial businesses to advise money saving and improvement opportunities under Sustainable Jersey “Public Electric Vehicle Charging Infrastructure”.  EV charging stations make each Middletown business more attractive for residents and visitors to shop or dine.  This could be doubly attractive to businesses if combined with the heavily discounted “Commercial Energy Efficiency Outreach” (zero cost audit and 70% off energy improvements) - sponsored by Sustainable Jersey.
3. exploring opportunities at the train station parking lots, bus lots, and non-owned portions of the Middletown complex .

DETAILS:  On Dec 13, 2018, the NJ DEP requested additional grant applications for EV charging stations, administered through “It Pay$ to Plug In”
.  Depending upon location and property owner, the grant is $3600 to $6000 for each dual-port level 2 charging station.  Funds are awarded in 3 phases.  Applications submitted by 12/31/2018 will be evaluated for Phase I. Subsequent grant applications will be considered for later phases.
 

At the October 2, 2017 review with the Middletown Committee, Amy Sarrinikolaou, Green Team leader,  included the above among a comprehensive set of Sustainable Jersey energy “Actions”.  We suggest the Middletown Committee charge the Green Team Advisory Team with QUICKLY completing the grant application because time is of the essence!
SUPPORTING DATA: In NJ, 46% of GHG results from the Transportation sector 
 - by far the heaviest use of fossil fuel.  An EV uses NO fossil fuel (assuming the charging source is carbon-free).  The Federal Highway Administration states standard EV batteries provide sufficient range for 90% of US household trips.  To reduce Range Anxiety drivers need to know they can recharge anywhere – at home, at work, in a parking garage, or on the road 
  NJ is a partner in the California zero-emission program, which mandates rapidly-increasing EVs. Meeting the mandated EVs will require NJ to install thousands of EV charging stations. A NJ bill, SCS-2252, moving through NJ legislature, sets a goal of 330,000 zero-emission vehicles on the roads by 2025
