NEW BRUNSWICK ADOPTION OF 100% CLEAN ENERGY
2018 Council Resolution to switch to 100% clean energy

May, 2019 news: New Brunswick signed a contract for 50% renewable energy .  All residents are included unless already subscribed to another electric supplier

COMMENT: a possible 1st step: power your municipal buildings from renewable electricity.  
If your community is adverse to switchning all residents to renewable electricity, a way to stick your toe in the water is to switch ONLY the municipal electric supplier.  To gain Sustainable Jersey points, the renewable content must be at least 5% higher than the renewable content of JCP&L (currently about 20 % renewable content)

 This is similar to they way an individual or business would switch, as described in  http://electric.smiller.org
