COMMENT: The second “Action” in Fair Haven’s certification is “Municipal Energy Initiatives – Buy Electricity from a Renewable Source”. To power their municipal buildings, Fair Haven is buying their electricity from a non-JCP&L source in order to increase the renewable (wind/solar) to about 5% greater than the renewable content they would receive if sticking with JCP&L standard electricity.   Fair Haven is saving money, and also lowering their GHG emissions (reducing their carbon footprint).  

This is a worth while Action to give Fair Haven confidence/experience.  A larger step (with greater reduction of GHG) would be a Community-wide energy initiative – buy electricity from a Renewable Source to power all residences (& businesses, if they opt in) to provide increasing amounts of renewable electricity.  If, in the future, Fair Haven elects a Community-wide purchase of renewable electricity, Fair Haven residences and business would lower their electricity  cost, and also reduce their Green house Gases (consistent with the green renewable mix Fair Haven specifies in their delivered electricity.
