 Talking points: 1.5°C = No Fossil Fuels
The report:
· The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change’s (IPCC) special report into the impacts of 1.5°C has delivered a warning to the world.

· The IPCC’s report makes it abundantly clear that anyone who supports the fossil fuel industry is knowingly contributing to untold suffering around the world.

· The report is a wake up call for decision-makers at every level.

Why 1.5 matters
· 1.5°C is a red line for our climate, and the window for keeping warming below that limit is closing fast.

· The impacts from climate change are significantly worse at 2°C than at 1.5°C for all of the Earth’s systems. 

· Limiting warming to 1.5°C gives the best hope to keep islands and coastal cities above water, coral reefs healthy, while reducing the likelihood that deadly heat waves and wildfires become more common, avoid even heavier precipitation and more dangerous storms, and much more. Crossing 1.5°C  of warming will have irreversible impacts and lead to untold suffering around the world.

What it will take:
· To keep global warming below 1.5°C, coal, oil & gas needs to stay in the ground. That means no fossil fuels.

· We must dramatically accelerate the transition to 100%, locally distributed, renewable energy systems, with off-the-grid solar and wind power and community-led energy production. This will take power away from energy giants and put it back where it belongs, in the hands of the people.
· Powerful vested interests - the fossil fuel industry and its supporters - are trying to prevent and delay this transition. These vested interests are the main reason we are on the current trajectory of 3.5°C warming. 

· Every institution and every single level of government must withdraw their support from the fossil fuel industry — be that investments, sponsorships, subsidies or permits — and stand up to the industry before it’s too late.

· Upholding basic human rights and environmental stewardship needs to underpin all steps in the transition to 100% renewable energy. Governments need to guarantee protection and support to people who are defending the environment and climate from fossil fuel projects or other harm.

About this action -  delivering the IPCC report to fossil fuel industry targets:
· This report is frightening if it is ignored; but a powerful tool for change if it is heard. To make sure the message is heard, groups across the world are delivering the IPCC’s report to decision-makers who are supporting the fossil fuel industry.

· The report shows that staying under 1.5°C is possible. A big, bold and creative climate movement is our only hope for achieving it. Grounded in justice and informed by science, our movement must step up to this moment and move the limits of what is possible.

  1.5°C Introduction

How to use the new IPCC report as an opportunity to strengthen your campaign or open a conversation about people’s power
On the 8th of September, the IPCC will release its new report on the impacts and feasibility of a 1.5°C warming scenario. It is a moment where climate change reporting is likely to break into mainstream media and into public consciousness. It is a moment that is ripe with potential and with the right response has the potential to trigger wider support for our movement and our demands. It is a moment where there’s a chance for some media and climate activist to shift from a narrative of hope to one based on the assumption that it’s too late - and we need to be part of that conversation to highlight the role and impact of organising. 350.org will prepare a people’s dossier - to influence the conversation on the 1.5C threshold to catalyze immediate action on the three Fossil Free demands.
We believe that from the 8th of October onwards, a big conversation is going to start (again) on climate change and our chances to keep it “well below 2°C”.  This is a proposal to seize the opportunity of the IPCC report release to nurture distributed organising. 
It’s important to support and equip our Fossil Free groups with key elements to join that conversation - and, since we do believe that action is a powerful way to engage in a conversation, we’ve developed actions guides: a step by step guide to take action; and action ideas.
The conversation that’s going to start on the 8th of October is a mid- to long-term effort. 
Goals
· Narrative: To leverage the legitimacy of the report to highlight the culpability of the fossil fuel industry and apply pressure to governments, financiers and other campaign targets to cut their ties with and/or resist the industry.

· Action: To provide an outlet for despair and anger within the climate movement that generates the sympathies of the public and can be directed towards the fossil fuel industry and campaign targets.

· Absorb: To help consolidate new Fossil Free groups recruited from Rise and sustain momentum for existing groups with a follow-up action.

Timeline

The report will be released on the 8th of October.
On the 8th and the following days, 350.org will try to push some op eds and press releases, that you can try and adapt to your own context - to react to the content of the report and highlight the relevance of our Fossil Free demands as well as the impact of people’s power and local organising. This will includes a series of stories of people fighting for a Fossil Free world.
If your group is considering to organise delivery-actions, we’re recommending that you organise them on the 13th of October (which coincides with the Global Gas Down day of action). You can of course opt for any day (e.g. many private offices are closed on Saturdays), or even week. Again: it is a long-term conversation. But even long-term conversations have a peak in intensity when they start, so it’s important to be reactive. And whether we want it or not, we’re going to be questioned and challenged - by local media, by our friends, by our family, by our movements allies, by the institutions we’re targeting on the content of the IPCC report. So we need to get ready. If it takes your group longer to be ready, that’s totally okay.
Action ideas
Get creative & organise a powerful delivery-action
Meet your target
You can organise a meeting with a representative of the institutions you’re targeting as part of your campaign: a local representative; your mayor; the director of a local pension fund; the local office of your MP; etc.
Gather with your group and hand over the IPCC’s report and the People’s Dossier to them - making you demands clear. You expect them to remove their support for fossil fuels. That means no permits or licenses for fossil fuels and no loans, subsidies, investments or sponsorships.
The report helps legitimise your demand - it’s backed by uncontroversial science. This will also be an opportunity to show that there are local actions that local actors can undertake to implement the main conclusions of this global report. You’ll also be able to show that true climate leadership is people’s power!
Give the IPCC report & People’s dossier visibility
Gather with your group in the front of the office of the institution you’re targeting (or of a MP, a local representative) and write the key sentences of the report and the people’s dossier on the ground - just beneath the entrance, using chalk. A few members of your group can talk to the people passing by and explaining them what this is about.
If you’re targeting an institution that has refused to hear your demands, and if you’re ready for some light escalation, you can alternatively write excerpts from the reports on your target’s window - with water-washable painting. Or you can write it on the ground, but inside a building, an office, etc. f
Spread the word
Gather on a public square and try and engage in conversations with people passing by, handing them over the people’s dossier or IPCC report.
This is a good opportunity to get engaged in the broad conversation that the IPCC report release is going to open - you don’t need to “target” an institution: it’s about engaging with your community and neighborhood. You can use this as a way to recruit for your campaign, expose local institutions and their ties with the fossil fuel industry or explain why they should invest in renewable energies.
Say it out loud!
Occupy your target’s office, building, etc. And declaim the IPCC report, or the People’s dossier. You can also shout out the name of some of the most dirty projects this institutions is tied to. You can also use the “human microphone”: one member of your group reads the people’s dossier (or any other text) sentence by sentence - and the rest of the group repeats loudly every sentence.
You can also do this outside of the building - or start inside, then finish outside: inside actions are powerful, especially if they’re filmed. But they’re by definition less visible.
If you’re asked to leave the building or the building’s surroundings at any point of you action, please do so and leave calmly: this isn’t an escalation moment. It’s only a delivery! You’ll come back later during your campaign!
